Employment Specialists at Community Living Victoria will support youth to 
develop work readiness skills and the self-confidence needed to be successful in 
the workplace and their community. Youth are empowered to set their own 
unique goals to establish a clear path towards adulthood that assumes 
employment is for all and provides experiences tailored to their desired 
outcomes. We will provide group-based and one-on-one learning sessions geared 
towards activities including self-assessment, resume building, how life 
experiences relate to employment, and self-awareness/confidence building. 
Opportunities will be facilitated for youth who desire to secure paid part-time 
employment, or who would benefit from an unpaid work-experience placement.  

For more than 30 years, Employment Services has supported adults in securing and maintaining 
jobs. Our employment specialists work hard to develop strong relationships with employees and 
employers, resulting in a diverse and inclusive workforce. Through a focus on abilities, not 
disabilities, people are supported to overcome barriers to obtaining meaningful, gainful 
employment, ensuring their right to full citizenship in their communities.
